Volunteers, contractors, visitors, public and staff

	Hazard
	Mitigation

	Soft, wet ground (fen, pools, streams)
	Be aware of flooding, which could cause deeper water, avoid working in the pools in these conditions. 
Advise of risk of Weils disease.

	Working in proximity to public rights of way    
	Display hazard warning signs when working close to right of way where public might be at risk from the work. Use banksman if necessary

	Working in proximity to public road    
	Wear hi viz garments when working on roadside, use hazard/warning signage and use banksman to warn drivers/operators.

	Overhead power lines and underground services
	Be aware of these and if working near them follow safety procedures in relevant dynamic RA. 

Work to legal working distances, if closer contact company. 

	Falling branches from trees
	Carry out 15months, 27months or 63months tree safety assessment according to zoning.

	Site known for grazing stock or deer / ticks (Lymes disease)
	Make people aware of risk of lymes disease.

	Farm machinery
 


	Avoid contact with machinery. Avoid working in field when machinery is being used.

	Cattle grazing
	Seasonal cattle grazing. Use reliably docile stock, do not graze cows with calves and advise visitors to walk around the herd. Keep signage up to date. Dogs excluded from grazing area. Plan site work for times when cattle not on site where possible.
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
