	flooding
	Check forecast before and flood risk. Wear suitable footwear when working on the site if raining but low flood risk. Do not entre with high flood risk. Be aware of flooding, which can cause currents and deeper and murky water, avoid working in/on the river in these conditions.

Thigh waders are only needed if water is above welly height.

Follow SOP for working in or near water – Use buoyancy aids if working in water/close to deep water. DO NOT lone work in Water



	Steep River Banks


	Bank into river Lugg is particularly steep and has an overhang in places. Avoid working or walking close to the edge of the bank. If working near the edge is necessary wear bouyancy aids and use a ranging pole to test stability of the bank edge. Always carry a throwline when working near the water.

	Leptospirosis
	Wash hands after contact with lake/river water or muddy banks or anywhere that may have been contaminated with dog faeces. Wear gloves where possible. Ensure hands are washed with soap and water and/or hand sanitiser before eating. 



	 Steep slopes (vehicle access)
	Only competent 4x4 drivers to access beyond car park. Additional care required when towing. Avoid access if ground is wet.

	Overhead power lines and underground services
	Be aware of these and if working near them follow safety procedures in relevant task RA. 

Work to legal working distances, if closer contact company. 

	 Proximity to public road
	Be aware of road alongside reserve

	 Site known for grazing stock or deer / ticks (Lymes disease)
	Long trousers advisable during summer months. Tuck trousers into socks. Check (self) for ticks and make people aware of risk of Lyme’s disease. Ensure first aid kits are stocked with tick twisters. 



	Livestock
	Advise people about stock and closing gates behind them. Use reliable, docile stock. Use informative signage to encourage dog owners to keep dogs on leads and to inform the public of the presence of stock. 

Try to avoid working in a field with stock if possible.

Be aware of livestock and when using any machinery 

	Farm/contractors machinery
	 Avoid contact with machinery being used by contractor/grazier. Ensure adequate signage is put out where machines are in use to inform the public. Avoid working in fields when machinery is being used by others.

	Poisoning from blue and green algae
	Blooms are monitored for and action is taken when they occur. Avoid contact with water when blooms are present. Wash areas affected if contact occurs
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
