	Steep slopes and banks
	Advise people about the specific steep slopes.

Avoid working on them unless absolutely necessary.

Look to relevant activity risk assessments when carrying out work on slopes.

	Flowing water (pools, streams,)
	Be aware of flooding, which could cause deeper, faster flowing water, avoid working in the river in these conditions.

Wet rocks within the stream will be slippery so take care when working in the water.

Thigh waders are only needed if water is above welly height.

	 Site used for dog walking   
	Be aware of walkers with dogs possibly. And advise them about safety linked to any work being carried out. Adhere to safe working in relevant task risk assessment.

	Farm machinery
	 Avoid contact with machinery. Do not use machinery and avoid working in field when other machinery is being used.

	Overhead power lines and underground services
	Be aware of these and if working near them follow safety procedures in relevant task RA. 

Work to legal working distances, if closer contact company.

	Be aware of public rights of way

	 Proximity to public road
	Be aware of road alongside reserve

	 Site known for grazing stock or deer / ticks (Lymes disease)
	Make people aware of risk of lymes disease if any.

	Seasonal cattle grazing. Use reliably docile stock, do not graze cows with calves and advise visitors to walk around the herd. Keep signage up to date. Plan site work for times when cattle not on
